City Permitting

Pine Forest requires that a Permit be issued
for any Modification to your property,
building constructed or moved onto a
property or for any improvement to your
property, home or building. Permits can be
obtained by filling out a Permit Application
and these permits are valid for 180 days.

Some examples that require a Permit are:

e  Construction of a new building or
home

°  Additions to existing buildings

e Substantially improving existing
buildings

°  Placing of manufactured (mobile)
homes on a property

e  Temporary building for both
residential and commercial

®  Agriculture buildings

e  Concrete, Fill, grading, excavations,
mining, and dredging
